5. ALL DISTURBED SLOPES, EITHER NEWLY CREATED OR EXPOSED PRIOR TO OCTOBER 15 SHALL BE SEEDED
OR PROTECTED BY THAT DATE.

6. ALL SILT FENCING, HAY BALES OR TEMPORARY PROTECTION SHALL REMAIN IN PLACE UNTIL AN
ACCEPTABLE STRAND OF GRASS OR APPROVED GROUND COVER |S ESTABLISHED AND POTENTIAL
SEDIMENTATION SOURCES ARE REMOVED.

7. NO SLOPES ARE TO EXCEED 3:1.

8. ADDITIONAL EROSION CONTROLS SHALL BE LOCATED AS CONDITIONS WARRANT AND/OR AS DIRECTED BY
THE ENGINEER.

9. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REFERENCE THE "Rl EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL HANDBOOK" PREPARED BY
THE US DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE, SOIL CONSERVATION SERVICE, 1989, AS A GUIDE.

10. STOCKPILES SHALL HAVE NO SLOPE STEEPER THAN 2:1 AND SHALL BE SURROUNDED BY STAKED HAY
BALES (R.l. STD. 9.1.0).
