1. Steep banks or slopes not receliving rip-rap shall be seeded and
protected with a fiber mulch. (muich for slopes > or = 311

2. During construction. the contractor and/or developer shal be
responsible for maintaining drainage and storm runoff.

3. Sedimentation control devices shall be Inspected closely and maintained
promptly after each and every storm occurrence.

4. Additional eroslon control devices shall be located as conditlons warrant
or as drected by Town of Little Compton Department of Public Works.
